THANK YOU for considering Paradise Produce for your internship experience! Before you apply, here are some points to consider:
All of our interns follow a basic dress code: You will be working with equipment and animals so excessive jewelry or very baggy clothing etc can be dangerous for you and others around you. Long hair must be restrained, females must wear a bra and males are expected to have a kempt appearance. While we respect everyone’s right to self expression, if our interns participate in the Farmers Markets, a neat, well groomed appearance is a must to maintain Paradise Produce’s image at market. This precludes ill kempt, dirty appearance; any tattoos must be of good taste and discreet; no excessive piercing. 
You must provide your own, reliable transportation. A car or truck is necessary for you to get to and from work, your own errands etc.

Livestock for consumption are on premises. We are primarily a produce farm but we have livestock on the farm. If you are vegetarian please consider how this will impact you.
All of our interns work some weekends.  You will be required to work some Saturdays—no exceptions. Sundays are free time.
You will be expected to work. Room and board only available for full time interns. We will agree upon the length, working hours, and available perks after your application has passed the initial screening.
We require a skype interview if at all possible, preferably an on farm interview. We realize this can be challenging for some students, but we feel it is very important for both parties to determine whether this job is a good fit. We strive to set all of our interns up for success and this is an important aspect of doing so. The purpose of the working interview is not to show what you know, or don’t know, but rather to give you a realistic idea as to what the job is—and isn’t. 
Ask Questions.

This is the only way we learn. If you do not know something, please ask. This especially goes for fielding customer questions. DO NOT make up an answer. There is no dumb question. We love to share what we know and love to learn from others too. However, please respect we have a farm to run and while we love to answer questions, we have to make final decisions. 
WHAT WILL BE MY RESPONSIBILITIES? 

1. Participation in Farmers Markets and CSA pick ups

a. Franklin Farmers Market every Saturday (early morning)

b. CSAs on farm and in Clarksville weekly.
c. Consumer education and sales

2. Work 3-4 acre garden

a. Planting, transplanting, fertilizing, watering, weeding
b. Tractor experience helpful but not necessary
c. Harvesting, washing and packing, storing produce

d. Help manage hoop houses, green houses, and irrigation

3. Help with the livestock operation, as needed

a. Fencing as needed
b. Poultry management as needed

c. Help with bees as needed

4. Maintain the grounds

a. Keep the areas open to the public for farm pick up or farm tours presentable

b. Plant and monitor basic landscaping

c. Help other community on farm on community work days
d. Help maintain equipment and collecting tools

5. Conduct farm tours

6. Maintain living quarters and leave as neatly as you found it.

Because of our sustainable agriculture approach, our operation is more varied; you won’t spend as much time on routine chores and you’ll be outside most of the time. Our days tend to be single task concentrated-for example, one week you could spend 3 days doing nothing but planting flats in the greenhouse, then not do that task for weeks. Or several days could be spend in weed management. When you farm 5 acres, tasks can becoming long and mundane.
